2. A binder-style portfolio.  Include a minimum of six photographs of your work with descriptions.  We will not be responsible for any originals put in your portfolio.  Your portfolio should represent the range of both your visual style and your mastery of media.  These works should have been completed within the past two years.  Deliver your portfolio to Mountain Artists Guild between 9:00 am and 3:00 pm weekdays by Thursday, April 12, 2012. No photographs are to be digitally enhanced. Include a minimum of six photographs of your work with descriptions.
3. Portfolios of Digital work will be accepted, but photographs of at least two pieces of hand drawings or paintings must also be included.
4. Two recommendations: one from an art teacher and one from a school faculty member, mentor, or employer.
Additional requirements for award recipients:
1. Applicants will be screened from their portfolios by a qualifying group designated by Mountain Artists Guild.
2. Finalists will appear for an interview after school on Wednesday, April 18, 2012 at 4:00 PM. If unable to attend please call Mountain Artists Guild at 445-2510 to reschedule.
3. Award recipients will deliver one piece not to exceed 18 x 24 of their original artwork at the MAG by Monday, April 23, 2012 to be on display one week.
4. Award recipient names will be given to the school for announcement on their graduation date.
5. Each award recipient will contact Mountain Artists Guild by July 2, 2012 telling us what school you will be attending. 
6. Each recipient will also report to Mountain Artists Guild by January 2013 telling us what progress you are making in your studies.
7. Awards will be presented at Mountain Artists Guild at 4:00 pm April 27, 2012.

The scholarship check will be issued through the Financial Aid Office for payment to the award recipient.
